* Have put into place a new reimbursement/purchasing procedure to keep tighter control of our
money and help to stay within budget:

o District 3 Executive Board will approve all purchases over $1,000.00 for all District
transactions.

o Estimates need to be submitted via email prior to transaction being made. Contact the
Treasurer with receipt and reimbursement form. These need to be submitted within 10
days of the approved charged transaction.

0 Actual documents need to be submitted at the next board meeting or executive board
meeting, whichever comes first.

o Consequences of not following procedure: removal of any authority to make charges or
purchases for the District.

» National convention overview of meetings attended.
» Treasurers Clinic held at Starfire on 3/20/10, 18 attended. Have couple extra booklets of
presentation for distribution. Attendees indicated wanted more clinics, about every 6 months.

Why are we passing the budget and figuring out last years numbers so late? Had hard
time getting all information and bills in from last year and only recently got the last
vendors paid. Our budget year is from January-December. Motion Passes .
