• Much discussion centered about tournament registration process. Consideration 

of ITSportsNet prototype for Presidents Cup registration. 
• District 3 League: 

o Updoming VP Comp / Registration meeting will be held Monday, May 17th at the District 
3 office. Email reminders will be sent. 

• District 3 Competition/Development Considerations for Team Placement, Fall 2010: 
o Objectives are: 

• reduce placement revisions 
• quality of competition 

o District 3 seeks accurate placement of teams into divisions of strength and parity. This 
provides optimal conditions for team and player development. The VP’s of 
Competition/Development, District or Association Reps should be directly involved in 
this process. These participants should be provided with information such as historical 
standings, league/division descriptions, and preliminary division placements. They 
should have opportunity and authority to accomplish their responsibilities to ensure 
teams are placed correctly. This year we will be investigating utilizing WYSA CAP 
information to support objective strength measurements of teams. 

o Registration Procedure: 
• May 17th is initial meeting of the VP Comps/Registrars to explain the team 

registration process. Gerd will explain the League Registration Module to 
participants. The module uses auto fill and pull down menus for team ID and 
division. Queries are available for review of teams sorted by age brackets, 
division and strength. Pairings and preferred field assignments are provided. 

• This year, District 3 will be supporting the prototype for an alternative 
information system as part of the WA Youth Soccer Technology Committee. The 
vendor, Affinity, has been selected for that prototype and will have 
representatives present at this meeting to describe the process. 

o Placement Procedure: 
• On August 1st, Associations/Clubs will no longer be able to make changes, only 

the scheduler may. The final divisions will be assigned by about August 4th. 
• Meeting of the VP’s of Competition/Development or their designates to resolve 

final placement will be after the first week in August. 
• Requests for changes will come from the Association VP’s of 

Competition/Development and not from the coaches. Requests for changes 
should be made before August 6th. On August 10th, these representatives will 
meet at the District 3 office and will resolve any placement problems. This 
meeting is not to develop the divisions, but rather to resolve the last and most 
difficult placements only. It is easier to move teams around when all parties are 
present.

TOPSoccer Report to District III – Marty Torres     May 2010  
Region IV TOPSoccer Symposium and Committee Meeting      
 
SYMPOSIUM  
 
Beth Fox, Operations Manager for the National Sports Center for the Disabled, presented “Let’s Play”. 
She shared ideas on working with players with TBI, CP, Spina Bifida, Amputation and Limb deficiency, 
Deafness and Hard of Hearing, Blindness and Partially Sighted, Autism, Developmental disorders, 
Asperger’s and seizures. Most were common sense ideas, but quite a few were new ideas and very 
helpful. She also spoke on collaborating with the parents and caregivers, respect for everyone, 
medications, setting the players up for success, communication and coaching. This was the most 
informative presentation I have heard. New ideas to assist coaches and players are:  

• Hemiplegia- paralysis on one side  
• CP- brain injury less than 2 years old, otherwise is a TBI  

o Can’t understand higher level of cognition  
o Can’t express higher level of thought  
o Muscle groups can have uneven strengths from different sides of the body- example- 

one leg or arm significantly stronger than the other  
• Don’t be afraid to ask them about their disability and how things work for them  
• Amputation and Limb Deficiency- Van Ness Turnaround- one leg is turned around, ankle now 

serves as a knee when using prosthesis. Protect limbs, the non-weight bearing limb can break 
easily due to osteoporosis  

• 2/200 is legally blind  
• Spina bifida and spinal cord injury-assume all have allergy to latex-very common  

 
Several of the attendees spoke to Dr. John Thomas, assistant US Youth Director of Coaching 
Education, and Bob Riggs, US Youth TOPSoccer Chair, asking Beth to speak at the National 
Convention.  
 
Jo Burns, Certified Therapeutic Recreational Specialist, was our second speaker. She spoke on 
coaching techniques for players with Autism, ADD and ADHD. The demonstration she used for 
understanding response time and how to transition players into a different activity were especially 
helpful.  New information from Jo Burns:  

• ADHD- can be as impulsive as ASD  
• Ask parents what to look for to stop and impending meltdown  
• Ask parents about the players favorite things or what motivates them  
• Find out what is typical and atypical  
• Interrupter activity- play a different game they know, non soccer, tag, duck, duck, goose, 

etc. to regroup and refocus.  
• Transitioning- tell player he or she may continue what they are doing but have only 5 

minutes, then going on to something else, then they have 2 minutes, then one.  
• Google adaptive stores for equipment, etc.  

 
The AAI information presented was helpful but I had already decided to incorporate the release into 
the liability included in online registration. This presentation confirmed for me that it is crucial to get the 
parents to be responsible for the screening of AAI.  
 
 
REGION IV MEETING  
 
TOPSoccer Coaching Course – How Do We Increase the # Conducted and  
Discussion of 2010 Symposium  
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Improving symposia would also increase the numbers of coaching courses conducted. The 
suggestions included:  

• Include a game where neither buddies nor coaches are participating.  
• Use the symposia participants as buddies. If there are more participants than needed, have 

someone explaining what is happening to the “audience”. This would be the third 
component of the field session.  

• It is important for the participants to be an active part of the field session.  
• Perhaps create a module specifically for blind/partially-sighted and deaf/hard of hearing.  
• Wireless microphone for coaches during field session  
• People want new items and/or topics every year to so they want to attend the symposium.  
• Every state could send ppts or pictures of their players to show during registration.  
• Incorporate an instructor’s course at the end of the US Youth course. Important to inform 

DoC’s and Technical Directors of instructors course after the symposium. This will help with 
the need for more instructors.  

• Could have a break-out with groups who then report on buddies, admin, coaching.  
• Supply a list of players, their jersey numbers and disabilities for the field session.  
• Have one disability group show up at one time to observe.  
• Speakers on specific disability.  
• School counselors can print out sign language for us.  
• Film of activities.  
• Rent wheelchairs so participants can demo a wheelchair session.  
• DoC’s and Technical Directors identify and send potential instructors to symposia. It is 

critical for instructors to attend the entire symposium for them to understand the full scope 
of the course.  

• Include TOPSoccer in youth modules to introduce it to more coaches and to recruit more 
coaches.  

• Have buddies attend symposium for input and their own education.  
• Could have a brief overview of “How to Start a TOPSoccer Program” then refer participants 

to their state chair.  
 
Review of TOPSoccer Presentations – 2010 USYS Works hop  

• Tom Hart was great but the same material was presented.  
• US Youth has the same issues that we have for the symposia; they need to present beginning, 

intermediate and advanced topics.  
• We need more choice of topics.  
• We should all suggest topics to US Youth at the National Convention

• Could this be held during the National Coaches Convention?  
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• Could use monies earmarked for regional symposia for hosting a National Symposium, 
especially if it is held in 2013 when the National convention is held in Region IV.  

• It would be helpful to have a National TOPSoccer Symposium every four years.  
• Washington Youth Soccer is changing their picture release and medical liability release. When 

parents sign up online, they can opt out for the picture release but agree that it is their 
responsibility to inform the official photographer that they don’t want their child(ren)’s picture 
taken. For the medical liability release it says that the parents are responsible for having their 
child’s physician give permission for them to participate. No AAI form will need to be filled out.
